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Reasoning the Collapse of the Initial Democratic Politics of Liangzhu Culture

Abstract: Liangzhu Culture was based on the merchandise economy. Hence, its politics fatally characterized with

initial democratic attributes. Such a initial democratic politics might have been congenitally deficient, including over

relaying on the religion, institution system turning to extreme democracy, combining with the over consuming ecological

resources. Given this, Liangzhu Culture was driven onto an unsustainable way, resulting serially serious crises in aspects

of ecologic or environmental and economic, particularly with low administrative efficiency of the extreme democracy,

eventually crashed the Liangzhu democratic polity.
